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September Service Block of the Month

Block is made from two contrasting fabrics:

Light fabric is off-white, dark fabric is medium to dark blue.

From light fabric cut six 3 }2” squares.
From dark fabric cut three 3 '4” squares.

Sew blocks together as shown to create a 9 '4” block.
